53 Apologies for absence    

Apologies were received from Cllr S Miller and Cllr P Todd for personal reasons. Apologies were also 
received from Dr A Crampton (HDCllr), Tim Davies (HCCllr).

55  Approval of the Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes of the meeting of Eversley Parish Council held on Tuesday 1st July 2025 had been 
previously circulated to all Councillors.

56  Public Questions and Comments  
Warbrook House – Their application for a further 5-year temporary marquee permission was refused 

and went to appeal, are there any updates? If an update isn’t available on the planning portal it is 
recommended that you contact HDC’s planning department for more information. 

Village signs – Can the signs denoting the parish border be moved along the Reading Road (B3272), 
as they are in the wrong place when travelling from Yateley into Eversley. We will ask HCC if they can 
be moved. 

Firgrove Road – What is happening with the Lego style blocks that have been placed in a field 
entrance along the Firgrove Road. EPC has been in contact with the landowner, and they will be 
removed in due course. 

Berkeley Homes – HDC have listed Berkeley Homes as a strategic partner, yet they are ruling on 
Berkeley Homes’ proposed development - is this not a conflict of interest? Possibly, but this is marked 
on an old documented (dated 2019) so it is unclear whether this is still the case. 

Hedges – There are some hedges around the village where ownership is unclear. In these cases does 
HCC have a duty of care? Or is it HDC? HCC does have a duty of care if these hedges encroach onto the 
highways. They do contract some of this work out to HDC.  

Footpaths – There has been some activity in Yateley where HCC have started clearing the edges of 
the footpaths along the main road. There are footpaths in Eversley that need this doing as well, are we 
going to get the same? We will have to ask HCC whether Eversley is on the schedule to be cleared as 
well. 
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57       Hart District Council / Hampshire County Council 
   HCC - A reduction in the speed limit is being proposed along The Street to assist in combating the 

speeding issues that have been occurring here. The suggestion to cut Chequers Lane into two has 
been well received by Highways but is unlikely to happen any time soon. 

 
58      Neighbourhood Plan   

The Neighbourhood Plan Working Group (NPWG) initially started with 13 members and quickly grew to 
19 members. Unfortunately some have left the group, with many citing frustrations at the slow process 
a neighbourhood plan will take to put into place as the main reason for them withdrawing from the 
group. There is now 11 members left in the group. The Chairman of EPC thanked all members of the 
group for their hard work and dedication so far.  
The NPWG have been busy holding meetings with other bodies such as HDC, Yateley Town Council, and 
other local Town and Parish Councils to better understand the scale of the task ahead. Many thanks to 
all the Town and Parish Councils that responded and gave some valuable advice.  
The NPWG have also been holding a series of meetings with consultants, who have been advising the 
group on the processes required. The NPWGs preferred consultants are Locality. 
Through a series of meetings with Locality, the group better understands the processes and now 
understand that there is no fast-track system for this type of plan. It will take 2-3 years of work to achieve 
but Eversley will be in a better place when one is in place. 
The NPWG requested a budget be set so they can fully engage with Locality and the initial phases of the 
plan can start. A vote was held and a budget of £15,000 was unanimously agreed by all Councillors, to 
come from the general reserves.  

 
59      Financial report 

 The Responsible Financial Officer’s reconciliation for July and August 2025, the schedule of payments 
for September 2025, the supporting bank statements, the new NALC national pay scales and spend 
made under delegated powers during August when the Council doesn’t meet had been previously 
circulated.
